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Rich, Vibrant, and Captivating Town

The Great East Japan Earthquake that struck the Tohoku region on March 11, 2011,
prompted the town of Yoshida to speed up its tsunami disaster prevention efforts,
which evolved into the “Sea Garden City Concept” that combines disaster prevention
with the creation of a vibrant community. We are currently advancing efforts to realize
the concept, using the concept as guidelines for town development.

We will steadily promote various projects in line with the “6th Yoshida Town
Comprehensive Plan” that was launched in FY2024, and over the course of the
eight-year plan, the new Yoshida Town envisioned by the “Sea Garden City Concept”
will gradually come into view before your very own eyes.

In particular, we have implemented Level 2 tsunami countermeasures to protect our
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town from a tsunami of up to 11.8 meters above sea level. The 2.3 km long seawall
from the mouth of the Oi River to Yoshida Fishing Port, and a 2.4 km long seawall from
Yoshida Fishing Port to the Saguchiya River, which will be completed in a few years,
will rise up along Suruga Bay. These seawalls that will protect the town are known as
coastal corridors and will allow residents to live and work with peace of mind.

In addition, we will continue our efforts to realize a “rich, vibrant, and captivating
town” by developing a lively sports and leisure plaza on the south side of the
prefectural Yoshida Park, and a bus terminal near the Tomei Yoshida Interchange, the
gateway to the town.
